Quoters are required to read and understand and comply with all information contained within this
RFQ. All quotes are binding upon Quoter for thirty (30) days from the RFQ Due Date/Time. All
payments for services will be paid in accordance to OAR 580-061-0050. Quotes received after the
RFQ Due Date/Time may not be considered. Travel and other expense reimbursement will only be
reimbursed in accordance with the OIT Contractor’s Travel Reimbursement Policy at the time the
expense is incurred.

SCOPE

The purpose of this RFQ is to contract with an experienced firm(s) for the repair, seal coat, and
striping of all existing markings in the below identified parking lots. The selected firm(s) will be
required to furnish all material, labor, services and related items required to complete the work as
described below. Work will need to be completed between August 19, 2013 through August 30,
2013, but not including weekends. The scope of work includes the following:

Treat all grease, oil, gasoline, and similar petroleum stains or spots with Sealer. Follow
manufacturer’s technical bulletins and written instructions.

Cracks in excess of 1/8” wide shall be cleaned and filled with suitable crack filler.
Follow manufacturer’s technical bulletins and written instructions.

Immediately prior to sealing, all of the asphalt surface must be cleaned. The surface must
be free from all-loose material, dirt, dust and/or deicing materials.

Clean and prepare all surfaces.

Start second coat application after first coat is dry to the touch.

4) All work shall be installed in conformance with applicable local codes and by experienced
workers and licensed contractors.

5) Contractor is responsible for disposal of all debris, containers, contaminants, permits, etc.

Striping Service:

In the event that that uncured markings
is damaged, the marking will be applied and track marks left on the pavement will be
removed at no additional expense to the Owner.

Therefore, neither
the return of a quote, nor acknowledgment that the selection is complete shall operate as a
representation by OIT that an unsuccessful quote was complete, sufficient, or lawful in any
respect.

2. DELIVERY: Significant delays in delivery may be considered in determining award if early
delivery is required.

3. CASH DISCOUNTS: Cash discounts will not be considered for award purposes unless stated in
the RFQ.

4. PAYMENT: Quotes which require payment in less than 30 days after receipt of invoice or
delivery of goods, whichever is later, may be rejected.

5. INVESTIGATION OF REFERENCES: OIT reserves the right to investigate references and or
the past performance of any Quoter with respect to its successful performance of similar services,
compliance with specifications and contractual obligations, and its lawful payment of suppliers,
sub-contractors, and workers. OIT may postpone the award or execution of the contract after the
announcement of the apparent successful Quoter in order to complete its investigation.
