3) To lock the door, restroom user needs to push CM-AF550R switch. This action locks the door disabling
the electric strike, and the automatic door operator actuator, and illuminates the “Occupied When Lit” and “Locked When Lit” signs.
4) Restroom user can exit the restroom by either pushing actuator, or by using lever handle. This action resets

the automatic door operator. (The opening of the door separates the door contacts which resets the system.)
